In this course students begin to learn how to be a conscious citizen in a democratic society. Students learn major concept such as pluralism; rights and freedoms; Truth and Reconciliation; treaty literacy; representative democracy; citizenship; globalization; culture, and more.

Students also have the opportunity to learn how to do critical research and practice their ability to decipher facts from fiction on the internet. Canada in the Contemporary World is a course designed to introduce the large concepts so that students can begin to form their own opinions and view on the world around them. 

Blended:
Students are expected to learn to communicate through Brightspace to their teacher and be able to autonomously take charge in this guided learning experience. 

Synchronous
Students are expected to have regular attendance and to participate in class discussion using their microphones.
